all victims. Bulgari has supported Save
the Children’s humanitarian efforts
following the earthquakes in Haiti in 2010,
Japan in 201 |, China in 2013, Nepal in
2015 and ltaly in 2016. Since 2014, Bulgari
has also provided aid to Syrian children
forced to flee their homes who are now
living in the Za'atari refugee camp in
Jordan.

With immediate relief and long-term
support, we save the lives of children
during natural disasters and humanitarian
crises at home and across the globe.

Poverty can put children at risk in many
different ways, and Bulgari supports Save
the Children’s fight against childhood
poverty through a number of different
programs and approaches. In [taly and
Spain, we have opened social and
educational centers in underprivileged
urban areas. In Australia, a mobile van
engages at-risk suburban children and
through digital media, art and sports. In
the rural US, we work to lower drop-
out rates among the poorest children. In
the UK, we support families in extreme
poverty with basic essentials, including
cookers and cots.

We tackle childhood poverty in
developed economies, improving the
lives of children through education
and social engagement inside and outside
the classroom.

* Classroom tables and benches for five
children in the Ivory Coast.

* Eight regular checkups for a child from
birth to three years in Xinjiang, China.

* Two months’ vocational training in
jewelry making for a teen in Bolivia.

FUTURE: ONE CHILD,
ONE STORY




Proceeds from #raiseyourhand help at-risk
children across the world like Clayson,
this sunny three-year old from a poor
rural area in Malawi, get the services they
need to survive past childhood and thrive
as adolescents. Clayson had lived his infan-
cy in the harshest conditions imagin-
able: his home a mud hut with no electrici-
ty and running water; his family often going
hungry because his father is disabled and



mother is not able to provide adequately
through farming and odd jobs. Clayson was
one of countless children in impover-
ished Malawi with no access to early
childhood education who then begin pri-
mary school unprepared, often drop out at
a young age, and perpetuate the cycle of
lliteracy and poverty.

Instead, Bulgari’s partnership with Save
the Children transformed Clayson’s
life. Donated funds from #raiseyourhand
were used to help Clayson’s village re-



open and expand a preschool that had
been closed due to lack of resources,
and provide children educational materials,
games, and a nutritious meal a day. Today,
Clayson is thriving in this stimulating envi-
ronment that provides learning and social-
ization, and also monitors his growth so he
will be prepared for a successful entrance
into elementary school and beyond. From
a bleak present, Clayson is now pre-
paring for a successful future thanks to
people like you!
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
